








Canadian Highlights

* The northern Manitoba town of Leaf Rapids became the first municipality in Canada to ban plastic shopping
bags on April 2, 2007.

* Councillor Glenn De Baeremaeker (Ward 38 - Scarborough Centre) wants to reduce the numbers of plastic
bags that Ontarians throw out by 80% to 90% - by introducing a 25 cent per bag levy.

*The Liquor Control Board of Ontario (LCBO) has begun phasing out plastic shopping bags at its retail out-
lets. The LCBO provides shoppers with 80 million plastics bags a year.

* Huntingdon, Quebec banned non-biodegradable bags as of January 1st, 2008.

* Amqui, Quebec has banned non-biodegradable bags starting in 2008.

* Nova Scotia’s Liquor Corporation will stop providing plastic bags in the fall 2008.

* Quebec’s Liquor stores will follow Nova Scotia in 2009.

» Manitoba liquor stores have also announced it will not be replenishing plastic bag stocks.

* Newfoundland Liquor Corporation is starting to bring in reusable bags and in the fall of 2008 they are hop-
ing to phase out the use of plastic bags altogether.

* Supermarkets across Canada have introduced reusable bags, which are available for a small price.
